From information received in this Office
it is noted that you have received a communication from
the marginally named party who was a priscner of war at
Camp Stalag 9C Germany, prisoner of war number 42959.

I deeply regret to inform you that inform-
ation received through the International Red Cross Committee
at Geneva, Switzerland, advises that the marginally named
died on the 21st of October, 1942, as the result of blood
poisoning from an amputation.

As this Office is unable to identify the
marginally named as a member of the Canadian Army it
would be greatly appreciated if you would advise the
undersigned for official purposes what force the marginally
named was connected with when taken prisoner of war.,
