met by Master at Arms Hilton who led an inspection tour of the base. Also* 
assisting in the tour were R.P.O. Robert Crisp, R.P.O. John Neill and Chief 
Yeoman Curnow. 

Both the Governor General, who wore the uniform of Major General, 
and the Princess Alice, wearing the uniform of a Rear Admiral W.R.C.N.S.„ 
showed a marked interest in everything they saw as they visited the men's 
living quarters, main messdeck and galley, Chapel, dental clinic, stores and 
the Library. On completion of their tour the party returned to the wardroom 
for luncheon.. 

Addressing the Ship's Company as they assembled in the drill hall in 
the afternoon the Governor General stressed the Importance of Communica­
tions in the Navy and conveyed to the assembled ship's Company the best 
wishes of himself and Princess Alice. Immediately following his address he 
made an inspection tour of the Instructional Bldgs. while Her Royal Highness 
visited the hospital, Wrens Quarters and Wrens Technical Instructional rooms.

D I S C H A R G E S 

During this period, 14,202 jobs 
•were found for veterans of which 
10,973 wont to veterans of this 
war, and 3,229 to ex-service men of 
t :ie last war. As the army discharg­
ed only 3,931 during October, this 
indicates that' National Selective 
Service, in co-operation with the 
Department of Veterans' Affairs, is 
r. ore than keeping pace with dis­
charges. 

Of the 2,353 benefits paid during 
the month, only 301 of these were 
grants to unemployed veterans for 
whom no suitable work was avail­
able, and only 157 of these grants 
were still in effect at the end of 
tiie month. 

Also in effect at the end of Oct-
eher were 259 grants for veterA's 
waiting returns from farms or busi-
rcsses, 53 for temporarily incapa­
citated, 1,458 for ex-service men 
and women taking vocational train­
ing, and 349 receiving' maintenace 
giants while continuing higher 
education. A total of $113,961.41 
was paid in benefits to ex-service 
men and women, under the Post-

Selected the landing field it did, is 
comething no one has been able 
to figure out, but the pigeon which 
dropped in on a tug forming part 
of a Normandy-bound convoy du­
ring the early days of the invasion, 
performed a meritous service by 
doing so.

Most of the places and technical 
words in the message were unfami­
liar to Belland. However, such a 
good job of translation was done 
by the Signalman that he was re­
cently commendedi by Admiral ty 
or his work. 

So vital was the information that 
wireless silence was broken to noti­
fy shore authorities of the disco-

ery. The information was coded 
and sent on it's way, and it's safe 
o assume there were a few flying 

bomb platforms unoperational by 
he next night. 

"Little fault was found with the 
ranslation," said Lieut. Martin, 

Skipper of the "Mayflower", "Due 
o Signalman Belland, otherwise un-
eadable portions of the text were 

translated' intelligently wi th con­
sequent saving of time and possible 
life."

For some years now I have been more or less aware that Nature 
has kindly endowed me with a set of five Senses so that.

Q. R. III. F r o m Naden he shipped aboard bis first packet, H . M . C . S . 
C o m o x wh ich was then on patrol duty of f trie*'#eSt'coast. Af te r 
three months on the "Comox" and a spot-a-the-best-a P . O. N i c h o l l 
went to D . E . M . S . (defensively equiped Merchant ships) i n January 
1940. The S.S. " Ix ion" , 10,000 ton merchant ship i n which he 
served made three successful trips to Hong Kong then went 
through the Panama and across to L ive rpoo l where she went into 
dry dock for refit. Then, loaded to the gunwales w i t h Whiskey , 
she started on her re turn t r ip to N e w Y o r k harbour. Abou t f ive 
days out however, the " Ix ion" was torpedoed and sank rapid ly . 
"There was whiskey everywhere," said Nick, it was good stuff too. 

I took a couple of bottles of Va t 69 i n the lifeboat w i t h me — thought 
we might need it and it d id come i n pretty handy. That wasn't the 
end of the grog as a matter of fact," continued Nick , "We were 
picked up by the S.S. Cape Bre ton and we fished ten cases out of 
the sea. The skipper found out about i t though and our goose was 
cooked." 

Af te r survivors leave, P . O. N i c h o l l went back on a merchant 
ship again wh ich was also loaded w i t h dynamite, this t ime i n the 
form of ammunition. He made two successful trips in the "Bangou" 
and then to Ha l i f ax where he wrote for his Q. R. II. O n comple­
tion of this course he was posted to H . M . C . S . Mahone where he 
spent twenty three months and rose from the rank of A b l e Sea­
man to Petty Officer. H i s t ime aboard the Mahone however, also 
ended i n disaster when she was rammed i n a heavy fog by the S.S. 
For t Townsend. Three men were k i l l e d and two others injured. 
P. O. N i c h o l l was a member of the whaler crew that transported 
the wounded men to the "For t Townsend". 

F r o m the "Mahone" v i a a spot of leave, Petty Officer N i c h o l l 
came to the S igna l School to organize the pistol range that is now 
i n f u l l operation i n the School. Not only d id he do a first class 
job on this but he also became k n o w n as one of the most w e l l 
known and l i ked members of the establishment. He expects soon 
to qualify for his Q.R. I.
